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Background

The approved CIP budget for FY08 consists of 75 projects that total
$34.5 million. These projects are broken down into four categories:

1. Capital Facilities: $ 24.9 million
2. Replacement/Renewal: $ 6.7 million
3. Capital Purchases: $ 1.4 million
4. Developer Reimbursement: $ 1.5 million

Overall expenditures through the third quarter of Fiscal Year 2008
totaled approximately $19.3 million, which is 75% of our target
expenditures through the third quarter.

Construction change orders are at 0.68%.
